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The abolition of Home Information Packs should breathe new life into the flagging housing market

In an important step at a point of fragile recovery
in the housing market, Communities Secretary
Eric Pickles and Hou sing Minister Grant Shapps
announced in May that with immediate effect,
they are suspending the requirement for
homeowners to provide a Home Information Pack
(HIP) when selling their homes.

Mr Pickles laid an Order suspending HIPs with
immediate effect, pending primary legislation for
a permanent abolition. The Secretary of State has
taken this swift action in order to avoid
uncertainty and prevent a slump in an already
fragile housing market.

Suspending HIPs will r  educe the cost of selling a
home, remove a layer of regulation from the
process and provide a welcome help to the
housing market during the recovery.

Mr Pickles and Mr Shapps also said that the
Government is determined to help people reduce
their energy bills, improve our energy security and
tackle climate change by increasing the energy
efficiency of their homes. Sellers will therefore
still be required to commi ssion an EPC before
marketing their property, and the Government
will consider how the EPC can play its part in the
new drive for a low carbon and eco -friendly
economy.
